Section 3:  Supplemental (Non-Vacancy Specific) Recruitment Activities Undertaken
Monterey Licenses, LLC, licensee of the above-referenced stations, has and will continue to be an Equal Employment Opportunity Employer.  As required by Section 73.2080 of the Commissions’ Rules, the stations have participated in several different recruitment activities to ensure broad outreach, including the following:
1. Bluefield State College Job Fair (73.2080(c)(2)(i)). On April 22, 2010, Jessica Cox, the Business Manager/Human Resources Coordinator for the stations, represented the stations at a booth at a job fair sponsored by Bluefield State College. Jessica distributed job applications and received resumes for potential openings at the stations. She also met with a number of potential promotions and sales applicants. This job fair was geared toward students and the general public.
2.  Leadership West Virginia Visit (73.2080(c)(2)(iv)).  On February 3, 2010, twelve members of the Leadership West Virginia visited the radio station.   Joe Jarvis, Program Director for Kicks Country, gave a presentation of the job duties and responsibilities of an on-air personality for the radio stations.  The presentation was preceded by a tour of the facilities conducted by Pat Whittaker, Sales Manager, and Joe Jarvis, Program Director of Kicks Country.  Leadership West Virginia works to develop and motivate a cross-section of leaders who will use their talents and abilities to inspire others and to foster a new spirit of energy, enthusiasm and vitality throughout the state.   A statewide network of Leadership West Virginia alumni targets areas of involvement and actively engages in finding solutions that will aid West Virginia's future growth and prosperity. The alumni meet to strengthen relationships developed and to maintain and build on the knowledge gained during their Leadership experience
3.  Participation in Programs Sponsored by Educational Institutions (73.2080(c)(2)(x)).
The stations participated in Mercer County Public Schools Career Connections Internship Program.  From July 8, 2009 to August 14, 2009, a student from Bluefield High School, Marcus Constantino, completed a work-a-day experience of 100 hours in which he completed a planned series of activities, set of learning objectives and projects designed to give a broad understanding of radio broadcasting.  Ken Dietz, program director for all stations, supervised Marcus in gaining knowledge and experience in the position of a radio board operator.
4. Internship Program (73.2080(c)(2)(x)).
